“Is anyone among you 
sick?  He should summon 
the presbyters of the 
church, and they should 
pray over him and anoint 
him with oil in the name of 
the Lord, and the prayer of 
faith will save the sick per-
son, and the Lord will raise 
him up.  If he has commit-
ted any sins, he will be for-
given.” [James 5:14-15] 
 
When Jesus walked this 
earth he certainly demon-
strated his concern and 
care for those who were 
sick.  The Church has con-
tinued through the centu-
ries to demonstrate this 
same concern and care.  
We visit the sick.  We pray 
with and for the sick.  We 
try to lend support to their 
families. 

One of the seven sacra-
ments addresses the 
needs of the seriously ill, 
those preparing for serious 
surgery and those suffering 
from age.  This sacrament 
is the Sacrament of the 
Anointing of the Sick.  Un-
fortunately many of us 
grew up with the idea that 
this sacrament was only for 
those in the process of dy-
ing.  It used to be called 
“Extreme Unction” or “Last 
Anointing” and people 
commonly referred to it as 
“Last Rites”. 
 
The Second Vatican Coun-
cil called for the renewal of 
all the sacraments.  This 
sacrament was restored to 
its original purpose by 
Pope Paul VI in the Apos-
t o l i c  C o n s t i t u t i o n -

Sacrament of the Anointing 
of the Sick-dated November 
30, 1972.  The sacrament of 
the dying is Holy Commun-
ion under the special name 
of “Viaticum” [on the way 
with the Lord]. 
 
I encourage those who are 
suffering from a serious ill-
ness, preparing for a serious 
surgery or suffering because 
of age to receive the spiritual 
comfort and healing of Jesus 
in this sacrament.  Please 
call me at (937) 667-3419 to 
arrange a time.  You will be 
anointed with the Oil of the 
Sick on your forehead while 
you hear, “Through this holy 
anointing may the Lord in his 
love and mercy help you with 
the grace of the Holy Spirit”.  
Then you will be comforted 
by these words as the palms 
of your hands are anointed, 
“May the Lord who frees you 
from sin save you and raise 
you up”. 

At the end of May, we will 
say good-bye to Rob 
Muhlenkamp, our seminary 
intern.  Rob has been with 
us since September and 
we have come to love him 
in our short time together.  
Rob will be returning to the 
seminary for further study 

toward his goal of the 
priesthood.  He will come 
back for visits and to assist 
at Mass every month or so.  
Rob, we will miss you.  You 
have made a difference at 
St. John’s.  Your smiling 
face in the narthex on Sun-
day mornings, welcoming 

us to Mass, your presence at 
parish meetings, your willing-
ness to learn and serve have 
blessed us these last 
months.  We wish you the 
best in the future.  May 
God’s grace continue to 
shine on you and through 
you until we meet again!

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From the early consultations in our Long 
Range Advancement Process with ISPD 
it has been clear to me the parish be-
lieves that a Youth Minister would be 
beneficial.  This, as all programs for 
youth, needs to be a partnership with the 
parents, the first educators of children in 
the ways of faith.  For Youth Ministry to 
be successful parents need to assist their 
children in prioritizing their time to make 
room for our Youth Ministry programs.  
When chaperones are needed parents 
need to be willing to give of their time and 
comply with the Archdiocese’s Child Pro-
tection Decree. 
 
Youth Ministry is a comprehensive proc-
ess.  It includes the following: 
 
Catechesis:  Providing opportunities for 
systematic and regular exploration of the 
Catholic faith tradition, in accordance with 
the norms set forth in the Archdiocesan 
guidelines, Forming Young Disciples – 
Guidelines and Resources for Parish-
Based Evangelization and Catechesis for 
Adolescents (2006).  

Community Life:  One-to-one relation-
ship and community-building activities 
which create in young people a sense of 
belonging to both the community of par-
ish youth and to the broader parish com-
munity. 
 
Evangelization:  Includes outreach pro-
gramming as well as a variety of ways to 
share and revitalize the faith of young 
Catholics and planning in such a way that 
evangelization and discipleship are the 
energizing core of a parish’s youth minis-
try. 
 
Justice and Service:  Providing opportu-
nities for direct service of human needs 
inside the parish and in the larger com-
munity.  Helping young people to reflect 
upon their society and culture in the light 
of Catholic social teaching and take ap-
propriate social action. 
 
Leadership Development:  Preparing 
young people and adults in the parish to 
take responsibility for youth ministry by 
providing for Christian leadership forma-

tion, training, etc. 
 
Pastoral Care:  Being a listening pres-
ence for adolescents and their parents 
and making referrals when appropriate; 
and providing for support groups, work-
shops or other forums to help young peo-
ple cope with personal problems and cri-
sis. 
 
Prayer and Worship:  Helping youth 
grow in prayer, individually, communally 
and liturgically. 
 
 From Hiring A Director of Youth 
Ministry – Archdiocese of Cincinnati

National Conference for  
Catechetical Leadership 

“Transforming Catechesis” 
 
From April 6-10, I had the privileged 
experience of attending the Annual 
Meeting of the National Conference 
for Catechetical Leadership (NCCL). 
Through the five days full of key-
notes, workshops, business meet-
ings, and personal sharing, the 
theme that came to me was “diversity 
and dialogue.” One keynote by Fr. 
Ronald Rohlheiser, a priest and 
member of the Missionary Oblates of 
Mary Immaculate, spoke on the im-
portance of dialogue with our secular 
culture. Sr. Donna Markham, OP fo-
cused on “Faith-Filled Leadership in 
a Post-Modern World,” and pre-
sented a model of dialogue which 
she called “conflict partnering,” a 
process of engaging diversity in the 
service of building community. Fr. 
Eugene Lauer, the former director of 
the National Pastoral Life Center, 
shared the process developed by the 
Center to dialogue from “Common 
Ground” that came out of Cardinal 
Joseph Bernadine’s suggestion to 
invite the various groups in our 
Catholic Church into conversation 
with one another.  

The title of Fr. Rohlheiser’s talk was 
“Naming the Present Faith-Moment: 
The Struggle to be Missionaries to 
Our Own Children.” His image was 
that the most challenging group most 
of us older Catholics have to reach is 
our own children. That image has two 
elements: our own real children who 
are not practicing the faith and our 
secular culture which is a child of the 
Enlightenment, which the Church 
helped to create by its emphasis on 
the importance of a reasoned faith. 

One of the important ways that we 
evangelize our children and our cul-
ture is to remember that both are al-
ways our children, therefore even 
though they are often difficult and 
challenging we love them as our chil-
dren. The phrase he uses is “to be a 
gracious rather than a cursing pres-
ence.” 

A second essential in this evangeliza-
tion is to re-enflame the romantic 
imagination within religion, to fall in 
love with Christ and the Church. We 
don’t need to protect the gospel be-
cause it is powerful enough to stand 
on its own. We don’t need to protect 
ourselves because the gospel calls 
us to be vulnerable to our world. We 
exist as persons and as church for 
our world.

Leadership in our world and our 
church is called to create connection 
and deal with conflict according to Sr. 
Donna Markham, currently Prioress 
General of the Dominican Sisters of 
Adrian, MI. We need a synthesis of 
wisdom, intelligence and creativity 
that will lead to the creation of the 
community we call the reign of God. 

The post-modern world says that my 
piece of reality is not yours. Truth is 
relative and subjective. There is no 
way to prove anything. The only thing 
I can know for sure and trust is my-
self. 

The “new evangelization” called for 
by Pope John Paul II is one that de-
mands dialogue, the making holy of 
our culture as it unfolds at this time 
and building a civilization of love. It 
means participation, truthfulness and 
in tegr i t y,  conf l ic t  par tner ing 
(relationship across difference) and 
forgiveness. 

Some aspects of conflict partnering 
are engaging diversity in the service 
of building community. Love always 
out weighs righteousness.  

Dialogue begins with our own inner 
work: Whom have I been avoiding 
speaking to? What causes me to 
hesitate? What will it take for me to 
take the initiative?

Fr. Gene Lauer presented as specific 
process that is being used in the 
Common Ground Dialogues that 
have been held the last several 
years. He began with what a dialogue 
is NOT: It is not a negotiation, or an 

attempt to come to consensus, or a 
compromise, or problem-solving, or 
conflict resolution. 

Dialogue IS: an attempt to discuss 
differences respectfully and civilly in 
an interested way by people who are 
different in the church. Some of its 
principles are these: 

1. We should recognize that no 
single group or viewpoint in 
the church has a complete 
monopoly on the truth. 

2. We should not envision our-
selves or any one part of the 
church as a saving remnant. 

3. We should test all proposals 
for their pastoral realism 

4. We should presume that 
those with whom we differ 
are acting in good faith. 

5. We should put the best pos-
sible construction on differing 
positions. 

6. We should be cautious in 
ascribing motives. 

7. We should bring the church 
to engage the realities of 
contemporary culture.

All three of these speakers presented 
ideas that I can try to use in my daily 
dealings with those with whom I dis-
agree. I need to be gentle and caring 
in my approach. Listening to what is 
going on inside me is essential be-
fore I begin. Other wise those things 
that are negative get in the way of 
understanding. For example, if I as-
sume hidden motives or bad faith in 
that person or those persons. Real 
listening is a demanding process 
even with those whom we care for 
and love. How much more so with 
those who are our “enemies.” Each of 
the above speakers challenged me to 
look at how I practice the Christian 
calling to love my enemies and made 
me realize how difficult that is. Yet in 
today’s world with is diversity and 
pluralism I/we are called to do this 
difficult thing and know that God is 
with us giving us the grace and 
strength we need to do this.

 The older children take a pre-
tend trip to another country each year 
in an effort to teach them that chil-
dren all over the world have families, 
fun and food just as we do even 
though they may do things in different 
ways.  We had a wonderful opportu-
nity to learn about African culture this 
year when Kaleab and Yisihak 
Tadesse’s mom, Aynalem Taya  
came in to tell the children about the 
clothing, food, homes, games and 
holidays in Ethiopia.  She even 
taught them how to speak a few 
words of Amharic.  At the culmination 
of the two week unit, the children 
boarded a pretend plane to vacation 
at one of the beaches in Ethiopia.  
After swimming (in wading pools), 
fishing, sunbathing, tossing a beach 
ball and watching a volcano erupt, 
they put on dry clothes and visited 
the “restaurant” when they got to 
sample some authentic Ethiopian 
food provided by Aynalem.  We

learning experience for our children. 
 This was our first year to of-
fer a more academic Pre-K class 
which meets four mornings a week.  
It was well received, judging from the 
parent evaluations and comments.
